The other piece of good news is

Agreement with Manchester
University, School of Education,
to conduct a five-year independ-
ent evaluation of the whole
project. That is really important,
because we keep saying how
useful Esperanto is as a ‘propae-
deutic language’ (= aid to learn-
ing ) but, incredibly, in 100 years
of use, there has never been a
really independent, scientific test
of this assertion. So, all being
well, this will be a major contri-
bution to the case for Esperanto,
worldwide. Even better,
Esperantic Studies Foundation
(ESF), a US-based educational
charity, are making a major
contribution to the cost of the
Evaluation - no doubt because
of its long-term significance.

Primary Languages Show

There will be a Springboard stall
at the Primary Languages Show in
Manchester again this year, to
spread the word among primary
schools, who are really struggling
to meet the Government-set
targets (foreign languages for all
primary school children by
2010), and to try and recruit
more pilot schools - which is our
top priority just now.

The objects of the association
To advance the education of the
public in the international
language Esperanto in the
furtherance of international
communication without dis-
crimination, and of the natural
right of all people and peoples,
their languages and cultures to
be treated equally.

Activities undertaken

to achieve the objects

The trustees appoint staff, team
leaders and individuals to carry
out specific activities. They must

report back to the Management
Committee. Many are volunteers
without whose stalwart support
there would be little achieve-
ment. The trustees themselves
undertake many jobs in a volun-
tary capacity. The association
depends on such people for the
following activities:

Education: postal and residential
courses to teach Esperanto at
various levels leading on to
examinations; internet studies;
language awareness course for
primary schools (Springboard);
new teaching materials; educa-
tion website; bookshop.

Butler Library: research and study
facility for Esperanto history and
culture.

Publicity: media coverage of the
British Congress and other
events; press releases on impor-
tant issues, particularly educa-
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tional; occasional advertisements
in national journals; comprehen-
sive website with information for
enquirers and links to other
Esperanto organisations.
Members: encouragement to
attend at national and interna-
tional congresses, to correspond
internationally and read Espe-
ranto literature; stimulate group
activity; newsletters in English
and Esperanto.

Summary of main achievements
during the year 2005-06

e The first year of the Springboard
to Languages course for primary
schools was completed, and a
pilot school found, where it has
been taught since September
2006 - a huge effort from the
education team, headed by
Angela Tellier.

e Springboard was presented at
language shows in London and
Manchester, where it was well
received by primary school
teachers. In Florence, at the
Universala Kongreso, it aroused
interest from Esperanto associa-
tions in several countries, who
wish to copy it.

¢ The Buchanan Lectureship was
revived after lengthy negotiations
with Liverpool University.

e At Scarborough in April 2006,
the local congress committee
organised a successful British
Esperanto Congress. It featured in
local newspapers and media
interviews.

e Womens' Institute magazine
published an article about

Esperanto. An advert was placed
in the same issue, leading to
requests for speakers.

e Butler Library was connected to
broadband via a new computer,
enabling online access to the
catalogue. Sorting and conserva-
tion continued. The library was
used for research and study
throughout the year, by appoint-
ment, and became central to the
Somera Festivalo residential
course.

e Publishing: Conversational
Esperanto by Don Lord was
produced; La Graveco de la
Fideligo made into a DVD with
subtitles; cassettes transferred to
CD - e.g. Londono Kantas, with
new accompanying text booklet.
e Secure debit and credit online
shopping and payments system
was inaugurated in January 2006.
e Website further expanded and
link made to JEB’s new webpage
(youth group).

Plans for 2006-07 and further

e Springboard project: complete
lessons and materials for year
two. Find more participating
schools.

e Teach primary school teachers
and secure independent evalua-
tion of the course.

¢ Language Show presence in
November 2006 with theme:
‘Language Awareness'.

e Improve publicity in prestigious
media, especially regarding the
Springboard project and Buchanan
lectures.

Membership at the end of
October 2006: life members 27,
full members 338, family mem-
bers 25, supporters 64. Sadly,
several faithful members have
died during the year. The associa-
tion is pleased to welcome new
members and supporters, and a
few who have returned, inspired
by the latest initiatives.

The modest subscriptions have
not increased for several years.
Members and supporters receive
EAB Update four times a year. Full
members receive in addition La
Brita Esperantisto — an all-Espe-
ranto journal - twice a year. Full
members are automatically
affiliated to UEA.

Related Parties

The charity has relations with
several other Esperanto organisa-
tions, both in Britain and abroad.
These include UEA (Universala
Esperanto-Asocio), JEB (Junularo
Esperantista Brita) for young
people, which was relaunched in
May 2003, NoJEF (Norwich
Jubilee Esperanto Foundation)

EAB-Gisdate 5
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which makes grants to encourage
young people to attend Esperanto
courses and congresses, and the
Scottish Esperanto Association.

Financial Review of the year
Income is derived from voluntary
membership subscriptions,
investment income, sales, be-
quests and donations. The value
of investments improved again,
increasing the apparent wealth by
£80,222. Investment value can go
down as well as up.

Reserves

The association is in the happy
position of having substantial
financial reserves, due to invest-
ment returns on the capital
released from the sale of the
London premises, and generous
legacies. This enables the trustees
to plan ahead for five years or
more, and embark on activity
which once started must be
continued to bring results. So the
trustees have designated to:
Springboard project: £100,000
from 2005 t02010; The Buchanan
lectures: £2,500 from 2007 to
2012; Butler Library: (now the
original fund is exhausted)
£30,000 from 2006 to 2011;
Publicity/promotion: (once the
Houghton Fund has run out)
£42,500 from 2007 to 2012;
General Education: (courses, etc)
say £100,000, from 2006 to 2011

Designated funds can be
redirected to other projects at the
discretion of the trustees.

‘Free reserves’, or uncommit-
ted funds, are required to meet
any emergency or shortfall in
income. £150,000 is considered
by the trustees sufficient cover for
18 to 24 months.

Donations are gratefully received
and acknowledged for the Butler
Library, Publicity, Education, the
Esperanto Garden or Afrika
Agado. The Education Support
Fund was started in 2005. The
aim is to subsidise specific
initiatives in Esperanto education.
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Legacies were received for
general funds from Miss E.E.
Mallett, £1,000; Roy Hoather,
£9,000; Sybil Violet Sly, £59,893;
William Howard, £11,608; Cyril
George Love, £100.

Scout Esperanto League of
Britain entrusted funds to EAB
four years ago. The centenary
World Scout Jamboree occurs in
Britain in July-August 2007, and
finance might be available from
this source.

Investment policy

Under the Constitution, the
charity has power to make
investments as the trustees see fit.
Whilst security of investments is
important, the trustees have a
duty to seek both adequate
income and capital growth.
Capital is invested in a deposit
account and unit trusts specifi-
cally designed for the charity
sector, and is invested fairly
cautiously, but diversely thus:
Cash (32%), Fixed Interest

The Trustees’ Annual Report is not just for members of the
Association. The auditor or independent examiner looks at it
before starting on the finance work, to ensure that reporting
broadly conforms to SORP 2005 (Standards of Recommended
Practice), even though EAB is a ‘small charity’. SORP is mandatory,
not just advisory, and is constantly being upgraded, so that charity
accounts will soon be similar to those required for registered
companies and meet international accounting standards. EAB's
accountants (Kingston Smith LLP) provide guidance. The result is
that the full accounts for 2005-06 are very detailed with many
pages of notes in the interests of ‘transparency’. If you would like a
full copy, please contact Esperanto House.

But the summarised accounts which you will find with this
edition of EAB Update aren’t too complicated. They now show how
much was spent on Education, Publicity, Library - the main foci of
our activity — and on ‘governance’ (= compliance/management/
accounting).

If you have any questions about the accounts, it would be
helpful if you would let the Hon. Treasurer or the office know
before the AGM, so that any research might be made beforehand
and those points clarified at the meeting. If you can’t come, a
written answer will be sent. Copies of the detailed Income and
Expenditure sheet will be available at the AGM, or you can ask Viv
for a copy to be posted or e-mailed.

Thank you everyone who signed the Gift Aid forms for sub-
scriptions and donations, which allow Income Tax to be reclaimed
from the Inland Revenue. And thank you for those donations.

To all the volunteers who diligently continue to mark and run
courses, teach Esperanto, manage EAB websites, produce journals,
update teaching materials, produce new books and CDs, organise
the library, run congresses, shows, and talk to groups - in or about
Esperanto - to groups and federations, telephone buddies, thank
you. To the authors and perpetrators of Springboard, thank you all
for your hard work. I'd specially like to thank Bill Walker for getting
the online payments system up and running. Viv has fully co-
operated, and this technical wizardry has proved its worth already.

Candidates for 2007-08

There follow the mandatory statements by the candidates for election to the
Management Committee (ManCom) to take place by post and at the
Annual General Meeting at the British Esperanto Congress in Letchworth.

David W. Bisset:

I am Chair of the Butler Library
Committee (professionally, I was
an academic librarian); and was
Chair of Publicity and EAB
webmaster. I am a UEA fak-
delegito; Hon. Secretary of the
SEA; editor of Scottish Esperanto
Bulletin; and Scottish webmaster.
I have participated in the organi-
sation of many Esperanto events,
including British and Scottish
congresses, and the inauguration
of Esperanto House.

I was deeply involved in the
move from London to Wedg-
wood; and wish to ensure that
the potential of relocation is
imaginatively exploited. I wish to
nurture Esperanto culture; and
am committed to the renaissance
of the Butler Library. I want the
Library to become an outstanding
international research resource.
Co-operation with British
National Libraries and other
Esperanto libraries is important.

I regard myself as belonging
to a community and a move-
ment; and believe that EAB
progress depends upon analysis,
planning, imagination; and
rigorous evaluation of initiatives.
We must denounce all language
discrimination, and defend
smaller languages.

Bilingualism is much needed.
EAB needs more members, but
must also strive to relate to those
outside traditional structures.

The world is rapidly changing;
we must respond creatively, while
remaining true to our core values,
and the radical implications of
Esperanto.

Jean Bisset:
For most of my adult life I have
been an Esperantist, and I still

believe that Esperanto is a force
for good.

For years I have been involved
within the Scottish Esperanto
Association and helped to ar-
range Scottish events, and had
the honour of being Scottish
President during the 100th
Anniversary year.

Derek Tatton:

My main role in the Management
Committee last year involved
liaison with Liverpool University
seeking a new partnership Agree-
ment on Buchanan and planning,
with sub-committee colleagues,
the ‘Buchanan in the 21st Cen-
tury’ inaugural lecture 2007 and
the Buchanan Lecture/or Sympo-
sium in Liverpool, the ‘European
City of Culture’, in 2008. I also
continued to have some responsi-
bility for EAB professional staff
and employment/management
issues.

Priorities for the immediate
future within EAB are: continued
strong support for education
developments, primarily Spring-
board; consolidating Buchanan
partnership and new series of
Lectures and Prizes; seeking to
maintain and, if possible, extend
provision of day and residential
courses; addressing the issue of
voluntary participation at all
levels; continued experimenta-
tion with new networks.

Centenary of the first Esperanto novel

A hundred years ago, in 1907, there
appeared the first novel originally
written in Esperanto. It was Doctor
Henri Vallienne’s 515-page Kastelo
de Prelongo. We honour the event
with a short piece on Vallienne and
his writing.

rench medical doctor Henri

Vallienne was born in 1854.
He died in 1908.

Vallenne had begun learning
Esperanto in 1902. He collabo-
rated with the cultural periodical
La Revuo from 1906. After a
serious illness that left him
paralysed, he devoted himself to
writing. Vallienne was, if not in
quality, at least in quantity the
most outstanding novelist of the
first period of Esperanto litera-
ture. In 1908, he was proclaimed
the greatest stylist in Esperanto
since Kazimierz Bein, otherwise
known as Kabe, although this
would certainly not be today’s
judgement. Vallienne was also a
prolific translator, reproducing
the entire Aeneid in hexameters.

Vallienne wrote two novels,
the 515-page Kastelo de Prelongo
in 1907 and the 447-page Cu Li?
a year later. These long books
were not great works of art.
William Auld categorizes them
as ‘serial sensationalism’
(Enkonduko en la Originalan
Literaturon de Esperanto, p.32).
Vallienne’s talent lies in his
ability to keep the reader inter-
ested, even if some of the over-
complicated incidents and
portraits of the main characters
are somewhat incredible.

Vallienne's writing is a
representative of the romantic
style (romantisma stilo), mixed
with realistic elements (Vilmos
Benczik: Studoj pri la Esperanta
Literaturo, p.30). Auld, while
emphasizing that Vallienne’s
style is far from exemplary, adds
that many of the details seem
less worthy of criticism today,
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and maintains that moderate
editing would be sufficient to
correct his usage.

Kalman Kalocsay, however,
was of a different opinion. He
fundamentally overhauled the
text of Cu Li?, the first part of
which came out in 1938. Auld
criticizes Kalocsay for ‘imperti-
nently’ rewriting the works of
dead authors in his own style,
while Tazio Carlevaro (Esperanto
en Perspektivo, p.139) deems Cu
Li? readable today only due to
Kalocsay’s work on it.

Vallienne’s two novels are
retold in abridged form in
Benczik's Libro de Romanoj
(1979). In his foreword, Benczik
comments (pp.5-6) that:
‘Vallienne's stylistic gallicisms are
off-putting (however, he does
not deserve the thrashing Gaston
Waringhien affords him in the
Enciklopedio [ed. Kokény]), ..."
Benczik continues:

In Kastelo de Prelongo, there is blind
adoration of the aristocracy by the
petite bourgeoisie: it is like a mixture
of an inferiority complex and an
instinctive, romantic anti-
capitalism. This novel is fed
principally by nostalgia.

Cu Li? already stands on
firmer, more realistic ground,
despite a quantity of improbable
occurrences, and even fragments
of social criticism are not lacking.

Benczik concludes that:

Vallienne can be regarded as the
initiator of [Esperanto’s| relatively
high-quality diversionary prose...
he endeavours to construct an
interesting story, definitely not
stereotyped, without striving to
express any artistic message. Often
he is led into the trap provided by
this manner of presentation: in
several places his work is ridicu-
lously unlikely.

Gongalo Neves, in Literatura
Foiro (1993), who shares many
of the above opinions of
Vallienne’s work, adds: "How-

ever, | surmise that these novels
would be extremely successful if
anyone were ever courageous
enough to write a television
script based on their plots.’

Kastelo de Prelongo and Cu Li?
formed inspiration for three of
Leo Belmont's novels in Polish.

Other work: Evolucio de la
Religia Ideo (study, 1907).

Vallienne’s translation of the
Aeneid by Virgil, the whole of
which came out in 1906 (2nd ed.
1910) as Eneido, is marred by
several types of inaccuracy.
Vallienne also translated works
by de Musset (1810-57),
Fénelon (1651-1715), Ovid
(43BC-c.AD17) and others.

I
took on the job almost a year ago
but then got side-tracked into
being a ‘company doctor’ in
order to save a charity from going
into bankruptcy. Luckily that job
is now almost completed and so |
can turn my attention to NetNews.
