Erudite and interesting

Prof. Jansen was introduced by
Prof. John Wells, President of
EAB. The lecture began by
presenting some of Esperanto’s
particular traits, illustrating that
while it is not a ‘perfect’ lan-
guage, that was also neither a
goal Zamenhof sought to fulfil,
nor is it necessary. Here, Wim
Jansen drew not only on his

knowledge of linguistics but also
knowledge from his long career
in aerospace engineering to
illustrate his points.

The lecture was well received
by all present. It fulfilled its twin
aims of being both academically
interesting and appealing to a
more popular audience. Several
questions followed.

Prof. Eve Rosenhaft, former

Head of the School of Cultures,
Language and Area Studies,
thanked Prof. Jansen on behalf
of Liverpool University and
presented him with a gift, and
John Wells thanked him on
behalf of EAB and also presented
him with a book.

Successful reception
After the lecture, the university

had arranged a reception, which
was held in the atrium of the
Management School. This was an
excellent idea as it gave a chance
for the Esperanto-speakers and
others to get to know each other.
It was also successful in that
most, if not all, who had at-
tended the lecture stayed on to
chat with others and find out
more on aspects of Esperanto
that interested them.

Virtually doing the business ...

he Management Committee

of EAB had a meeting in
September. So what?

Well, this was a little differ-
ent. Rather than ruin our neat
little carbon footprint, we
thought we would try a ‘virtual
meeting’, by e-mail, as an experi-
ment. The truth is, we do far
more business by e-mail nowa-
days than over a table, so we
have to ask ourselves: how many
actual meetings do we need every
year? This was an attempt to
answer that question ...

All the usual trappings:
agenda, reports, John Wells
presiding, yours truly scribbling
notes, someone slumbering in a
corner ... but virtually. One
thing about a virtual meeting is
that there are no apologies for
absence: even Geoffrey Greatrex,
in distant Ottawa, was as much
there as the rest of us. And, of
course, if you lost your internet
connection, you couldn’t tender
apologies anyway, could you?
Discuss.

David Kelso, as Secretary,
reported on ongoing business, of
which there is a surprising
amount. The review of the
Constitution is moving forward
and (touch wood) should be
ready for the Annual General
Meeting. There has been no
progress recently on our joint
project with Indian colleagues. A
£50 donation, to help someone
learning Esperanto, to buy a
computer, has been sent on to
Africa, with a top-up from the
Association, through Hilary
Chapman. Discussions with the
European Esperanto Union
concerning a possible joint
congress in 2011 are continuing,
but proving somewhat laborious.

Finance

Joyce Bunting, Treasurer, up-
dated us on matters financial.
The accounts for the Letchworth

congress have, at long last, been
finalised, involving a small
deficit for the Association. The
value of some of our investments
has recovered somewhat in
recent months, after the precipi-
tous fall in the stock market, but
interest rates (for cash and fixed-
interest) remain low, so all in all,
we are still considerably worse
off than a couple of years ago.
Our policy of drip-feeding from
cash to equity-based investments
is working nicely, though.

Education

Angela Tellier delivered another
Education report jammed with
news. One of our Springboard
pilot schools has dropped out,
but another, in Bradford, has
recently joined, so we still have
four pilot schools. (If anyone has
good connections with local
Primary schools, please let

Angela know.) Our new ‘sole use’

agreement with Wedgwood
Memorial College (whereby we
take over the College for a week
or weekend) proved a great
success at the Somera Festivalo
this year, so we shall repeat it for
other courses. That way, we can
actually reduce prices and have
the place to ourselves — but we
must fill the place, so if you
haven't been to Barlaston for a
while, sign up now.

Publicity

Clare Hunter assured us that
preparations for the 2009 Lan-
guage Show in London were well
in hand, with Helen Fantom
once again at the helm. Tim
Owen, Bill Walker and others
have put together a special
freebie CD for the occasion.
Geoffrey Greatrex is reviewing
our publicity arrangements, with
aview to a ‘fresh start’ (anyone
who would like to get involved,
please contact Geoffrey at:
greatrex@uottawa.ca).

Library
David Bisset told us about a
recent offer to the Butler Library
of a ‘most interesting’ book
collection; the Library Commit-
tee are giving intense considera-
tion to how best to benefit from
this generous offer. Geoffrey
King, Honorary Librarian, also
enlightened us about the Li-
brary’s policy on book acquisi-
tions and on binding of periodi-
cals, topics which perhaps do
need a conventional meeting for
an adequate discussion.
Edmund Grimley Evans
raised the intriguing possibility
of digitising the contents of the
Library, or at least starting with
one part, perhaps a complete
periodical series, as an experi-
ment. He is in discussion with the
erstwhile editors of Fonto about
the possibility of digitising that.

Publications and website

Clare Hunter has been ‘liaising’
with the editors of La Brita
Esperantisto (Paul Gubbins) and
EAB Update (Geoffrey Sutton),
and with Bill Walker, our ‘Web-
master’; one early result is a
competition for the best contri-
bution to either publication or to
the website in the course of the
year (which you no doubt read
about in the last issue of Update).
She and Bill have also discussed
how the appearance of the
website might be improved.

‘Virtually it’
And that was virtually it. It
sounds rather like any other
Management Committee meet-
ing, which must prove some-
thing. We shall be discussing, at
our next ‘real’ meeting in Febru-
ary, how well the virtual event
worked and whether we might
make it a regular part of our
activities.

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Esperanto as

a dangerous language

We can be grateful to Hilary Chapman for scrabbling around in the British
Government's dusty archives for evidence of its attitudes to Esperanto. This,
his second article on the subject, illustrates the 1920s. Of course, we know
that all sorts used Esperanto — as they still do — but the stories surely bring
to mind French Education Minister Léon Bérard, the ‘Ministro-Filistro” who
in 1923 banned Esperanto for having revolutionary propaganda printed in
it. It was pointed out to him that he might do better to ban French as there
was even more such material in it! No doubt he also had his ‘intelligence’
service providing him with the information on which to make his decision.

Evidence is emerging from
previously unpublished
sources that in the 1920s the
British Government was keeping
an eye on the Esperanto move-
ment at home and abroad as part
of its surveillance of organisa-
tions and individuals it saw as
dangerous. All the documents
referred to below were prepared
for the British Cabinet and are to
be found in the National Ar-
chives in Kew.

Esperanto was first published
in 1887, and very soon attracted
the attention of police forces
acting for governments suspi-
cious of the motives of Esperan-
tists, as Ulrich Lins has docu-
mented so well in his book La
Dangera Lingvo — Studo pri la
persekutoj kontraii Esperanto (1st
ed. 1988).

It was in the first decade of
the 20th century that increasing
numbers of workers began to
learn the language and set up
their own organisations, which
were independent of the ‘bour-
geois’ Esperanto movement that
had been established a few years
earlier. Around the same time
Esperanto made its way to East
Asia. The first to study it in
China were anarchists who used
it to contact European worker
Esperantists.

One of the motives for setting
up a worldwide ‘proletarian’
Esperanto organisation in the
1920s was that, in the aftermath

of the First World War, large
numbers of mostly monolingual
workers, often with limited
education, were actively seeking
contact with fellow workers in

example, promoted correspond-
ence between workers in various
countries, and Esperanto was
used extensively for that purpose,
although there is evidence that
the Soviet regime wanted to
guide its citizens in giving a
glowing rather than an honest
account of the situation of the
workers there.

The number of ‘proletarian’
Esperantists grew quickly in the
immediate aftermath of the war.
Moreover, they were more
unwilling than ever to organise

other countries, and some of
them found Esperanto to be the
only language they could learn
quickly and easily enough in
their free time. The war had led
them to conclude that the
mutual isolation of the working
classes of different countries had
made it easier for the ruling class
to manipulate them by means of
nationalist ideology.

It helped, of course, that there
was at that time a large workers’
cultural movement associated
with social democratic, socialist,
communist, anarchist and other
leftist tendencies. It proved to be
an ideal location for Esperanto
activity. Communist parties, for

within the established ‘politically
neutral’ Esperanto-movement.
That movement had been deeply
compromised in their eyes by the
loyal support it had given to the
war effort of various European
nations. Some form of perma-
nent workers’ Esperanto organi-
sation seemed necessary.

The association they
founded in 1921 was called
Sennacieca Asocio Tutmonda, or
SAT (= World Non-national
Association). The name says
something about its qualities.
Although it was conceived as a
working-class organisation, it
refused to narrow itself down
politically. It therefore did not

EAB-Gisdate 5
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designate itself as ‘socialist’ or
anything of the kind. It was
meant from the beginning to be
a place where advocates of the
widest range of left tendencies
could engage in a free exchange
of ideas.

In addition to broad aims to
make the world a fairer, better
place, there was, however, a
pronounced ethos of
antinationalism, which cut
across tendencies. The founding
group went a step beyond
internationalism by giving the
association a ‘non-national’
structure and enshrining that
principle in its name. Only
Esperanto-speakers with suffi-
cient linguistic proficiency were
to be members — without the
intermediary of national sec-
tions. SAT adopted the slogan:
“Let members of SAT become
used to extranational perception,
thinking and activity”. Such a
movement could not fail to catch
the eye of bodies involved in
state security.

According to the Monthly
Review of the Progress of Revolu-
tionary Movements Abroad, dated
14 October 1919 (Catalogue
reference CAB 24/92):

“Trondheim is now the headquar-
ters of Bolshevism in Norway and
it is stated that a courier service
has been established to Sweden
and Denmark. Bolshevik litera-
ture and pamphlets in Esperanto
are printed in Stockholm.”

A Home Office document
dated January 1921 and entitled
A Survey of Revolutionary Move-
ments in Great Britain in the Year
1920 (Catalogue reference CAB
24/118) drew attention to the
presence of ‘Orientals’ in
Canada:

“A pamphlet is being circulated
in Chinese under a title which
signifies “The Crime of the
Capitalist System’. It is reported
that the Chinese students, who

have attended the Esperanto class
at Vancouver, have become red
hot revolutionaries.”

The Monthly Review of Revolu-
tionary Movements Abroad, No 27,
January 1921, and dated 21
February 1921 (Catalogue
reference CAB 24/120) mentions
without comment the “Interna-
tional Esperanto Congress at the
Hague” - the first World Con-
gress (Universala Kongreso) after
the war, which brought together
only 408 participants.

The Monthly Review of Revolu-
tionary Movements in British
Dominions Overseas and Foreign
Countries, No. 24, dated October
1920 (Catalogue reference CAB
24/115) links Esperanto to
internal turmoil in China:

“The Chinese Empire Reform
Association, described as an
ultrademocratic body, with

branches in the United States,
Mexico, Australia, Japan, and
Hawaii, is connected with the
‘Chinese Times’ of Vancouver,
where a Chinese Esperanto school
has also been established by the
Chinese Labour Association.
There are about 100 members.
The school is avowedly revolution-
ary, the text-book being the
Communist Manifesto.”

The Monthly Review of Revolu-
tionary movements in British
Dominions Overseas and Foreign
Countries, No. 31, May 1921,
dated 23 June 1921 (Catalogue
reference CAB 24/125) reports
that:

“The Government (of Czecho-
Slovakia) has promised its
patronage to the Esperanto
Congress which opens in Prague
on July 31st. It is considered likely
that leading international Com-
munists will attend the Congress
and use it as cover for secret
communications.”

This was a reference to the World
Congress held in Prague that
summer.

This same document further
reports that:

“Anarchist papers in China are
printed partly in Chinese and
partly in Esperanto. One paper,
known in Holland and called
‘Liberty’ recently appealed for
assistance in propaganda and for
proof that Esperanto is not only a
language for stamp collectors and
good-for-nothings, but ‘that it is
also a mighty weapon to work for
the cause of International ‘Broth-
erhood’.”

The Monthly Review of Revolu-
tionary Movements in British
Dominions Overseas and Foreign
Countries, No. 32, June 1921
(Catalogue reference CAB 24/
126) is very specific about fears
within agencies of the British
government.

HisTorY

A memorandum entitled A
Monthly Review of Revolutionary
Movements in British Dominions
Over-Seas and Foreign Countries,
No. 34, August 1921, dated 23
September 1921 (Catalogue
reference CAB 24/128) reports,
under the bold headline “Esper-
antists in Congress” on the
Prague Congress at which SAT
was born:

“The Czech police persistently
maintain that no Bolshevik
representatives attended the
Esperanto Congress held in
Prague during the first week in
August, and that the Congress in
no way cloaked Communist
communication. No representative
from Soviet Russia and no
Germans were present. The
French delegates included some
teachers apparently with Commu-
nist leanings. The Congress passed
a resolution in favour of the
development of Ido, an improved
form of Esperanto. The French
Anarchist Esperantists managed
to secure a majority for a change
of name from ‘Librerer [sic =
Libera] Stelo’ to ‘Sennacta [sic =
Sennacieca] Asocio Tutmondo’
(S.A.T.). A resolution was also
passed, on French anarchist
inspiration, that a central board
should be created, which, later
on, when the world has been
converted to anarchism, will
become the executive for world
administration.”

These references to the
Esperanto movement in secret
documents should be put into
context. The sources quoted
show that the British Govern-
ment was keeping an eye on all
sorts of movements and organi-
sations at that time. One cannot
help wondering about the
sources of this information. Who
for example, attended the World
Esperanto Congress in Prague in
1921 and then reported on it to
the British Home Office?

he London Language Show

has become a multicultural
event, based on the need for
language learning. About a third
of the people I talked to in
October were not born in Britain
nor had English as their first
language. Visitors and exhibitors
alike are very open to other
languages - even those seeking
to teach English as a Foreign
Language (TEFL). The atmos-
phere at the show is heartening. I
felt in the middle of a friendly
cosmopolitan society.

The most imposing stand,
which greeted people as they
came in, was about China, its
language, culture, business and
tourist opportunities. On Friday
afternoon, in the midst of all the
chatter and bustle, a space had
been set aside where a large
group concentrated on following
t'ai chi chu’an with an instructor.
People from many ethnic groups
were trying an art form from
one of the oldest civilisations.

I found just watching the grace-
ful movements calming to the
spirit.

A special space is set aside during
the show where a series of
‘language taster lessons’ is held.
They generate a lot of interest.

Smart Springboard to
Languages posters and an over-
head video in Esperanto running
quietly — with English subtitles -
caught the attention of passers-
by.

popular as a ‘free take-away'.
