The team behind Amikumu, an app which
will help language learners locate each
other, sat down together over new year at
the event JES in Waldheim am Brahmsee,
Germany. This was the first time that the
project's founders had met in the flesh.

The programmers worked together
ironing out problems on the version for
iPhone and Android, and gave people in
attendance their first glimpse at a project
that will solve the century-old conundrum
of learning Esperanto but not being able
to find other people who speak it.

The project is running according to
schedule and is now undergoing alpha
testing. When the app launches it will
have an Esperanto and English interface
and be usable only for people learning
Esperanto, before being rolled out to
more languages. That will be in July if
things continue to go well.

EAB have financially supported the
app and is a named sponsor, behind UEA,

which is the official sponsor of Amikumu.
